Packed lunches will be available to order and purchase via School Hub 3 week prior, or parents 
should send a healthy packed lunch from home in a named carrier bag. Please send disposable 
drinks bottles if possible, to minimise what children will need to carry around with them through the 
day. If your child is entitled to Free School Meals then they will be provided with a packed lunch, but 
it will need to be ordered in the usual way by yourselves via School Hub.
