The chance to perform in front of an audience is a great learning experience for children.  It is one thing to sing 

in class in front of peers, but it is totally different to do so in front of parents/guardians. To give as many children 

as possible the opportunity to perform in this way, this year’s Christmas show will involve children in EYFS and 

KS1, with the bulk of the acting falling to Year 2. 

 

If for whatever reason you do not want your child to perform in this year’s Christmas Play, then please let 

us know as soon as you can.  
 

We want to give as many parents as possible the chance to see their child perform, however the number of 

performances we can reasonably be expected to put on has to be limited.  Fire regulations also limit the number 

of adults we are allowed to seat in the hall.  I hope parents understand therefore that tickets will need to be 

restricted as follows: 

All families will receive 4 tickets in total. 2 tickets for the afternoon performance and 2 tickets for the evening 

performance. Unfortunately, extra tickets will not be available. Please note that if you have more than 1 child in 

EYFS / KS1 you will only be allocated 2 tickets for the afternoon and 2 tickets for the evening performance.  

 

We do hope that you can join us as we sing and perform ‘Lights, Camel Action’. The performance dates and times

We will need the children back in school at 5:30pm on Wednesday 11th December, so that we can get children 

ready for the evening performance. Parents should wait in the hall at the end of the performance and staff will 

bring children to them when they are changed, so that they can take them home.
