Parent Governor Vacancy

We have a parent governor vacancy which we need to fill as soon as possible.

Who can stand as and vote for parent governors?

The definition of a parent in education legislation includes:
· all natural parents whether they are married or not;
· any person that has parental responsibility for a child or young person and;
· any person who has care of a child or young person.
· AND
· has a child on roll at the time of election.

· A person cannot be a Parent Governor if:
· They are an elected member of the Local Authority or
· Works at the school for more than 500 hours in any school year

· In addition a person may not be appointed as a parent governor unless they are:
· a parent of a registered pupil at the school, or 
· a parent of a former pupil of the school, or
· a parent of a child of or under compulsory school age, (Special Schools only - and with special educational needs for which the school is approved ), or
· a parent with experience of educating a child with special education needs - Special Schools only

Parent governors usually have a four year term of office unless the Governing Body has registered a variation to this in the school’s Instrument of Government.

The Governing Body has a strategic role in the management of our school.  Responsibilities of the Governing Body include:

· Setting the long term strategic goals and the vision for the school
· Ensuring high standards of achievement for every child
· Ensuring school finances are spent in the right places
· Recruiting staff, including the Headteacher

Parent governors are welcomed as valued members of the team and play a vital role in ensuring the Governing Body is aware of the views of parents and the local community.  We are particularly interested in nominations from parents with skills, knowledge or expertise, e.g. experience of working or managing finances, commitment to learning, knowledge of safeguarding procedures, time to undertake Governor Visits to school.

We feel sure that there are parents prepared to take on this important role and give their time and commitment to helping us to continue to improve the school's performance.

Training is available for all newly appointed Governors, and there is an expectation that you will attend these induction sessions within the first year of your appointment.

To qualify to become a School Governor under The School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2012 you must be able to answer yes to all these statements:

1. I am not the subject of a bankruptcy restrictions order or an interim order, debt relief restrictions order, an interim debt relief restrictions order or their estate has been sequestrated and the sequestration has not been discharged, annulled or reduced;
2. I am not subject to a disqualification order or disqualification undertaking under the Company Directors Disqualification Act 1986, a disqualification order under Part 2 of the Companies (Northern Ireland) Order 1989, a disqualification undertaking accepted under the Company Directors Disqualification (Northern Ireland) Order 2002, or an order made under section 429(2)(b) of the Insolvency Act 1986 (failure to pay under county court administration order);
3. I have not been removed from the office of charity trustee or trustee for a charity by the Charity Commission or Commissioners or High Court on grounds of any misconduct or mismanagement, or under section 34 of the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 from being concerned in the management or control of anybody;
4. I am not included in the list of teachers or workers considered by the Secretary of State as unsuitable to work with children or young people;
5. I am not barred from any regulated activity relating to children;
6. I am not disqualified from working with children or from registering for childminding or providing day care;
7. I am not disqualified from being an independent school proprietor, teacher or employee by the Secretary of State;
8. I have not been sentenced to three months or more in prison (without the option of a fine) in the five years before becoming a governor or since becoming a governor;
9. I have not received a prison sentence of two years or more in the 20 years before becoming a governor;
10. I have not at any time received a prison sentence of five years or more;
11. I have not been fined for causing a nuisance or disturbance on school premises during the five years prior to or since appointment or election as a governor 
12.  I have not /will not refuse a request by the clerk to make an application to the Criminal Records Bureau for a criminal records certificate. 
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
