Children should wear full school uniform and school shoes. Please also send your child with a 
coat suitable for the weather on the day.  
 
If you would like to order a packed lunch from school, then please order from the dedicated 
menu on the School Hub by Thursday 2nd July to allow the kitchen to prepare suitable orders. 
Please also send a disposable water bottle if possible, so that we can minimise the amount 
children need to carry on the day. If you wish to send a packed lunch from home, please send in 
a named carrier bag (no fizzy drinks or sweets please). 
 
The cost of this trip is just £12 per child, as this trip is being subsidised thanks to the fantastic 
work done by our PTFA to help keep trips as affordable as possible. Payments can now be made 
on the School Hub where you will also be asked to sign the online consent form. We would be 
grateful if all consent forms and payments can be made promptly by Monday 22nd June, 
otherwise the trip will need to be cancelled. If you are unable to make payment via the Hub, 
require a paper consent form or to pay in cash please contact the school office.
